Key Vocabulary
Video
A recording of moving visual images
Audio
Sound – this can be live, recorded, transmitted or reproduced
Video Camera
A camera for recording moving images and sound
Talking head
A presenter or reporter who addresses the camera and is usually viewed in close-up
Panning
Moving the video camera horizontally to the left or right, while the base is fixed to a point.
Close up
Very near – this may require a zoom
Microphone
A tool for recording sound
Lens
Part of the camera used for  collecting light and images
Subject
The main focus of the video
Storyboard
A sequence of drawings – sometimes with a script – which represents the shots planned in a filming sequence
Angle
The direction of the filming
Zoom
To get a close-up shot of the subject
Tilt
A sloping angle or direction
